What elimination period makes sense? •e el imination period should be based on what your client can
a!ord to pay out of their own pocket before their bene®ts kick in.

What type of in¯ ation protection do you want? •e type of in¯ation required is dependant upon several
factors including your client's age and the overall design of the policy.

30 days - A 30 day elimination period is a great choice, because your client has limited their
exposure to self-insuring. However, this choice comes with a higher premium.

90 days - A 90 day elimination period has become the norm within the industry, however, 
it could prove to be a costly choice come claim time. Make sure your clients are aware of 
their potential out-of-pocket costs.

365 days - A 365 day elimination period can be a perfect ®t for your clients who have the 
resources to self-insure for an extended period of time - this is sometimes referred to as a 
stop-loss strategy.
